Hamworthy Recreation Football Club was formed in 1948 as Hamworthy 

Engineering FC and played on the Sports Ground opposite the factory at 

Fleetsbridge in Poole (where the Tesco supermarket now stands). When the 

site at Fleetsbridge was sold to Tesco in the late 1980’s the football, along 

with the Sports & Social Club, moved to its current home at Magna Road. 

At that time ‘Hamworthy Engineering FC’ were playing in the Bournemouth League 

(Division 1).  The Club won the Bournemouth Senior Cup in the 1988-89 season, and after 

winning the Division One Championship in 1990/91 ‘The Rec’ successfully applied to join 

the Dorset Combination League for season 92/93 when they finished 3rd.  Success soon 

followed when the Club won a hatrick of Combination League Championships in 1993-94, 

1994-95 and 1995-96. 

‘The Rec’ have lifted the League Championship Trophy on another nine occasions, 2000/01, 

2001/02, 2004/05, 2009/10, 2010/11, 2014/15, 2017/18, 2018/19 and 2021/22. The Club 

have won the League Cup on six occasions - 2000/01,2006/07, 2007/08, 2013/14, 2014/15 

and 2021/22. 

’The Rec’ consider that their greatest achievement was in 1995, when not only did they win 

the League Championship, but also won the Dorset Senior Cup, defeating Weymouth 

Football Club from the Southern League by 3 goals to nil at Magna Road in the Semi-Final, 

and Poole Town FC, another Southern League team, 4 - 1 in the Final. The 2001-01 season 

saw the Club change its name to Hamworthy Recreation FC to reflect the name of their 

current headquarters. Our proud boast – we’ve never finished below 6th since Ham Eng 

joined the Combination in 1992/93.    

When the Club won promotion to the Wessex League the Reserves moved to The 

Hampshire Development League, winning Div 1 at the first attempt and finishing a 

commendable mid table in 20223/24 having been promoted to the Premier Div..  For the 

2024/25 season they applied for, and were granted, a place in the Dorset Premier League, 

in which the Club has such a rich history. 

During 2022, with funding support from the Football Foundation and local sponsors’ we 

managed to get the ground upgraded to have floodlights and a 50 Seat Stand and so have 

progressed to the Wessex League Division 1.  We have a Development/Reserves Team, both 

as a feeder team from our Under 18’s and upwards towards our First team. 

We now have the following teams and Leagues:  

• First Team in the Premier League of the Wessex League 

• Reserves in the Dorset Premier League 

• Under 18 Team, which for the 2023/2024 Season is totally back within Hamworthy

United Services Portsmouth History 

The city of Portsmouth is well known for its naval operations. In 

football the Royal Navy had boasted some fine teams over many years, 

such as the Naval Depot and HMS Excellent to name just two. The 

present-day UNITED SERVICES PORTSMOUTH team was formed in 

1962 as Portsmouth Royal Navy FC by Dennis Probee with the intention of providing 

competitive soccer for all serving navy players. The aim was to bridge the gap between the 

standard services football and that of the Royal Navy representative side. The historic 

Victory Stadium at Pitt Street was the home ground until a move to a new facility at Burnaby 

Road occurred in 1984. The club had been Hampshire League members and were one of 

the Wessex founders in 1986. The club remained until relegation in 2001 and they returned 

in 2004 having changed their title to the present one at that time. They have remained in 

the second tier of the Wessex League since. 

United Services Portsmouth FC began their life as Portsmouth Royal Navy, formed in 1962 

to bring competitive football to naval services. 

Dennis Probee formed Portsmouth Royal Navy FC in 1962 with the intention of providing 

competitive soccer at the highest level possible for all serving Navy players to bridge the 

gap between the United Services Football League and the Royal Navy Representative Side. 

The club played in the Hampshire League from its formation until 1985/86 before becoming 

one of the seventeen founder members of the inaugural Wessex League. 

In 1981, the youth side won the Dallas Cup in the USA as a Royal Navy side. At that time 

Victory Stadium at nearby Pitt Street was closed and the club relocated to the present 

Victory Stadium at Burnaby Road. The Burnaby Road Sports Complex has evolved with 

Victory Stadium the centre piece, boasting a 500 seated covered stand and a top drawer 

playing surface adjacent to Victory Stadium are two 4G Astro pitches for Football and Rugby 

with our clubhouse the Sportsmans Arms close by! 

The club’s most successful season in the Wessex League was 1996/97 finishing tenth, and 

the club have reached the semi-final stage of the League Cup, 1994/95 and again in 

1995/96.  For Season 2020/21 we have managed to retain most of our playing base as well 

each management team with Glenn Turnbull, Fraser Quirk, Paul Barton and now Marlon 

Day in place to manage the First team, Lee Mould, Simon Hayes supported by Tom Grice in 

place for the Reserves, Charlie Smith, Georgie Hoban and Nina Page managing and coaching 

the Ladies with Danny Knights, Neil Scammel and Marc Hopwood managing and coaching 

the U18s, we have further coaching support from Robbie Johns and Dave Ferrat. We are 

looking to surpass Season 2019/20; thus all teams are hoping to be very competitive week 

in week out.

14.9.24.   Brockenhust 2 Hamworthy Recreation 2 
A Chris Long goal in the eighth minute of stoppage time salvaged a precious 
point for Rec on their first league visit to Brockenhurst. Rec started well and 
deservedly went one up, but the hosts came back strongly and led 2-1 at the 
interval and largely controlled the second half. But a late equaliser meant 
Rec were more than happy to settle for a point. 
 
There was an early chance for Rec, when Tony Rolls headed on a cross to 
Lewis McMurdo, but his header was over the top, before the Badgers nearly 
scored through Moreno, who had his first attempt saved by Rec stopper, 
Ollie King and the second cleared off the line by McMurdo. 
Long drew a good save from Butler, in the home goal, before Rec went in 
front, on 24m. Aidan Shepperd’s low cross was cleverly dummied by Eddie 
Hodge, the ball falling nicely for BEN COOPER to fire past Butler, for 0-1. The 
busy keeper then saved another Long attempt, before the Badgers got back 
in it. From the last of three successive corners CHANNELL’s corner kick 
eluded everyone and nestled inside the far post, for 1-1. 
 
Aaron Roberts capitalised on a mistake, but had his shot blocked, before Rec 
fell behind on 42m, when the dangerous Moreno was given too much time 
to deliver to the far side of the area, where TAYLOR found space to smash a 
brilliant first-timer high into the net, for 2-1 at the break. 
Rec struggled to get going in the second half, giving the ball away too often 
and were fortunate when CHANNELL’s shot clipped the bar. Rec had a rare 
chance when Roberts played in Ben Cooper, only for Butler to save, at the 
expense of a corner. 
Four the hosts McCarthy-Gardiner was proving a handful, having a chance 
saved by King and then being denied by a combination of King and McMurdo.  
 
A goalkeeping error by Butler presented the ball to Shepperd, only for his 
cross into the danger area to be cleared, before Hodge’s cross-cum-shot 
went wide.  With the Badgers seemingly in control, Rec salvaged a point right 
at the death. 8m into stoppage time the tireless LONG chased a ball down 
the middle, outpaced his marker and smashed a beauty past Butler, for his 
eighth goal of the season, to send Rec followers home happy.
